Spiritual Message 

Mid-Year Reflection 

Time flies—it is nearly the middle of the year already. Many things may have 

happened during the first half of the year, and this is a good time to pause for a mid-

year reflection. As life goes on with our busy schedules, time seems to pass more quickly. 

If we do not intentionally slow down and pace ourselves, it is easy to keep moving from 

one task to another while our hearts and minds struggle to keep up. 
 

"When I look at your heavens, the work of your fingers, the moon and the stars, 

which you have set in place, what is man that you are mindful of him, 

and the son of man that you care for him?" (Psalm 8:3–4) 
 

The psalmist invites us to look and consider God's creation. The heavens that He 

has made—including the vast universe, the stars, and everything that fills the sky—

display His glory. The beautiful constellations and the Milky Way remind us of the 

greatness of God's creation. 
 

Lake Tekapo is a beautiful place for stargazing. Throughout the year, people travel 

there to admire and photograph the constellations and the Milky Way. It is a wonderful 

reminder of the beauty of God's creation and of how small we are in comparison to the 

vast universe. 
 

The psalmist reminds us to look up as we so used to look at our phones—and to 

take time to consider God's creation. This is a time to slow down, reflect, and turn our 

eyes back to our Creator. It is also a time to thank God that although we are small and 

powerless, His provision and care are always with us. Amen!
