Spiritual Message
Draw Near to God

As life goes on, every day we wake up with different responsibilities waiting for us to
fulfil. Some days we feel full of energy and everything seems to fall into place. Other days, we
feel drained and our strength seems to dwindle. The Bible reminds us that life is a long race,
and we are called to keep running toward the finish line that God has set before us.

James gives us an important reminder in James 4:8 about how to sustain our energy for
this race: “Come near to God and he will come near to you. Wash your hands, you sinners, and
purify your hearts, you double-minded.” The ESV translation uses the word “draw”, emphasising
intentionality.

Drawing near to God is a daily, purposeful, and proactive action. It becomes part of our
way of living—our source of strength, endurance, and renewal. At the same time, when we
intentionally draw near to God, we discover that He is the One who enables us to come close.
As we spend quality time with Him, He faithfully draws near to us. This is the promise of
Scripture. Living in daily proximity to God transforms the way we live.

When we walk closely with Him, we become more sensitive to sin and more aware of its
dangers. Our hearts and minds are continually purified and cleansed by God. As a result, we
gain renewed strength and endurance to do the things that truly honour Him. Holiness
becomes the fuel for our journey, for without holiness it is impossible to please God.

May God help us draw closer and closer to Him each day, and may He purify us from all
unrighteousness. Amen.
